¢ Send a narrative of two (2) typed pages (or less) describing how your candidate has excelled in each of the
following areas: Professional Practice; Role Modeling; Quality Health Care; Commitment to the

Profession.
¢ Entries of more than two (2) pages will not be considered.
¢ Entries must be typewritten in print no smaller than size 12 font.

¢ Submit two (2) copies of the narrative, one with the candidate's name and institution, and one without

any identifying information of nominee, nominator or institution.
¢ Selections will be made by blind review of the narratives.

Identify specific examples of the criteria that reflect behavior above and beyond a job description. You may include
additional examples of achievements under “Other.” Address as many of the listed criteria as possible, with emphasis

on those characteristics that make your candidate unique.
